
Public transport concessions 
for border students:  
Update as at 1 March 2007  

 

On 31 October 2006, the Victorian Government announced that Victorian students at more than 
60 schools and institutions in southern New South Wales and eastern South Australia would be 
eligible for concession fares on Victorian public transport from the start of the 2007 school year. 
To clarify which students in border areas are eligible for concession fares on Victorian public 
transport, the following guide will help staff to make the right decisions consistently. 

Any child under 15 years of age is eligible for concession fares on Victorian public transport at all 
times, regardless of where they live. No concession card is required.  

The following students are eligible for Victorian p ublic transport concessions 

·  Students residing in Victoria enrolled in a full-time course at a school or institution (see 
attached list) in southern New South Wales or eastern South Australia, or;  

·  Students residing in Victoria who are enrolled in a full-time course at a school/college/ 
institution listed on the Approved Schools Register or on the Approved Courses in Tertiary 
Institutions Register. 

 
Any student who is part of an approved overseas exchange program (proof required) or on an 
Australian Development Scholarship (proof required) enrolled in a full-time course at a 
school/college/ institution listed on the Approved Schools Register or on the Approved Courses in 
Tertiary Institutions Register is also eligible for Victorian public transport concessions.   

To purchase a concession fare, eligible students must be in possession of a Victorian Public 
Transport Concession Card (VPTCC). Eligible students can apply for a VPTCC at a staffed V/Line 
station, V/Line ticket agency, Connex Premium station or The MetShop by presenting a completed 
application form endorsed by their school/institution and by paying an $8.50 fee. 

The following students are not eligible for Victori an public transport concessions  

·  Any student from another Australian State or Territory over the age of 15 
·  Students residing in southern New South Wales or eastern South Australia who attend a 

primary or secondary school on the Victorian Approved Schools Register 
·  Students residing in southern New South Wales or eastern South Australia who are enrolled 

in a full-time course listed on the Approved Courses in Tertiary Institutions Register 
·  Students residing in Victoria who attend a school or institution that is not on the attached list 

in southern New South Wales or eastern South Australia 
·  Students residing in Victoria who are enrolled at a school/college/institution not listed on the 

Approved Schools Register or on the Approved Courses in Tertiary Institutions Register 
·  Any student with a NSW or South Australian public transport concession card 
·  Any student with an International Student Identification Card (ISIC) 
·  Any overseas full-fee paying student
