The Victorian Government will provide free travel on
public transport services throughout the state to
Veterans and War Widows on ANZAC Day (Friday
25 April) as well as on Thursday 24 April and
Saturday 26 April to enable them to travel to and
from ANZAC Day activities.

Eligibility

Free travel over the entire period 24-26 April is available to Veterans and War Widows who are in
possession of a Department of Veterans Affairs (DVA) Gold or White Card, or Category V' (War
Veteran/War Widow) Victorian Public Transport Concession Card. Free travel is also available on
these days to Veterans and War Widows with of sufficient evidence of their eligibility (by either
wearing their uniform, service medals or a badge of an ex-services association, a returned from
active service or war widow's badge).

Metropolitan Services
Free metropolitan travel will be available to Veterans and War Widows on Thursday 24 April, Friday
25 April and Saturday 26 April. This includes all public transport services covered by the Metcard

ticketing system. Tickets are not required, but proof of eligibility must be shown on request.

Veterans and War Widows are requested to avoid peak  services- this will minimise disruption
to regular customers and increase the possibility o f securing a seat.

V/Line Services

V/Line will provide free Economy class travel to Veterans and War Widows on Thursday 24 April,
Friday 25 April and Saturday 26 April. Reservations are compulsory on V/Line long-distance rail and
coach services. Reservations are free of charge and must be made before the day of travel.
Veterans and War Widows are requested to reserve se  ats in advance of travel and avoid peak
services - this will minimise disruption to regular customers and increase the possibility of

securing a seat.

Members of the Australian Defence Force, Army, Navy and Air Force Cadets, Scouts, Guides and

school students who are participating in ANZAC Day Parades are entitled to free travel on public
transport services on ANZAC Day only (not the 24th or 26th April) provided they are in uniform.
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
